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The following principle shall apply:

“A Member State can only include a contribution from
Import from another Member State if the exporting state
has accepted explicitly, and stated on a guarantee of
origin, that it will not use the specified amount of renewable
electricity to meet its own target and thereby also accepted
that this electricity can be counted towards the importing
Member State’s target”.
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This is year, Member States have to implement the
Directive. Current level of penetration is 0.6%.
